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CODE OF CONDUCT

for

NATIONAL TEAM & SQUAD MEMBERS and ACCOMPANYING PERSONS

THE SPIRIT AND PURPOSE OF THIS CODE OF CONDUCT

The purpose of this document is to ensure that all team members, squad members, competitors, officials and accompanying persons (hereinafter referred to as ‘the group’) are aware of the importance of their obligations and responsibilities and the overall purpose of the project (international participation).  The spirit of this code of conduct is to reinforce everyone’s commitment with regard to honour, respect, good behaviour and true sportsmanship.  

THE PURPOSE OF THE PROJECT

The purpose of this project is the successful participation by National Team and Squad members in the designated international event.  All National Team and Squad members will have worked hard throughout the year to earn their place in the tour and this tour must be geared towards allowing them to perform at their best.  The group has a responsibility to ensure that their involvement in the project honours the importance of successful participation.

THE CODE OF CONDUCT
This document is to be signed by all members of the group and the signing of this document indicates acceptance of the following clauses:-

1.
Acceptance of the Rules


All members of the group, by signing this document, accept their responsibility to adhere to all of the relevant prevailing rules, namely: the CTSASA National Trial Regulations, the CTSASA Constitution, all relevant international governing body rules (e.g. ISSF, FITASC, ATA, NSSA etc) and SASCOC.  It shall be the responsibility of the group member to ensure that he/she is familiar with all the relevant rules, all of which are available from the CTSASA office.
2.
Behaviour


All group members are reminded that their behaviour will reflect on both South Africa and the sport of Clay Target Shooting at all times.  It is therefore imperative that all group members must to adhere to the following:-
a)
Respect the needs of the National Team and Squad members
b)
Maintain a positive outlook towards the event and strive to contribute positively towards group uniformity, unity and good discipline at all times.
c)
Dress neatly according to acceptable or prescribed norms and in accordance with SASCOC regulations.
d)
Refrain from using offensive language or behaving in an unruly manner
e)
Maintain respect towards other members of the public and other shooters

f)
Maintain respect towards speakers and officials at official functions

g)
Maintain respect for all the rules of the event and to refrain from any unsportsmanlike behaviour.
h)
At all times, have respect and honour for the National Protea Colours and CTSASA Merit Colours
i)
Refrain from the excessive consumption of alcohol

Any member of the group who either does not conform to the above or, in the opinion of the Captain/Manager, conducts himself/herself in a manner unbefitting a sportsperson can be expelled from the group.  Any such incident must be reported to the CTSASA Executive and may be referred to the Legal Committee for possible disciplinary action under the CTSASA Constitution.

3.
The Tour
The only purpose of the tour is to provide international participation for the National Team Members and/or squad members.  Successful participation is dependent upon many facets, one of which is absolute focus on the event.  
a)
All team/squad members must arrive in the city where the designated event will be held to allow for proper acclimatization.  
b)
No member shall compromise the safety or security of the group (through wrongful actions or purchases for instance).

c)
All team/squad members must attend the opening ceremonies

d)
All team/squad members must attend the closing ceremonies.

4.
Dress Code

All team and squad members need to adhere to the following:-
a)
Team and squad members must travel in the official tracksuits be they Protea or CTSASA Colours.
b)
Formal wear (blazer, trousers etc) must be worn for all formal functions as appropriate (e.g. opening ceremony)

c)
Tracksuits may be worn where appropriate (e.g. prize giving straight after completion of shooting).  
d)
Where a Manager or Captain is appointed, he may determine the dress code for a particular occasion

e)
All team members are encouraged to shoot in the National Protea Team Shooting Jacket

f)
All team/squad members’ attire and shooting apparel must comply with the regulations governing that particular discipline.

5.
Manager/Captain


When a Manager or Captain is appointed, all members of the group shall be under his/her jurisdiction and shall adhere to his/her instructions.  Members may not undertake any action or incur any costs on behalf of any other team member or the team without approval from either the Manager or the CTSASA.
6.
Fitness to Compete

All team and squad members are required to confirm that they are fit to compete in the designated event and by signing this code of conduct form are making such a declaration.  Any person who falsely declares that they are fit to compete will be subjected to disciplinary action and may have their National Protea Colours withdrawn.

7.
Accompanying Persons


All accompanying persons must sign a copy of this code of conduct form.  Failure to do so will mean disqualification for the team/squad member concerned.

8.
Banned Substances

All participants in the designated event must ensure that they conform to the relevant rules concerning anti-doping. 
9.
Co-operation


In reality, problems concerning the above are very rare and therefore the CTSASA is certain that all members of the group will be united in their wish to see a successful event.  However, in order to deal with those rare occasions, it is necessary for a document such as this to be signed by all members of the group.
