Target mix – [70% Normal, 30% “FITASC” type targets.  Do not set more than 2 super-minis per 100 targets.  No more than three rockets per 100 targets]

Target safety – [targets are not flying across the line of trappers whether protected or not; fall-out zone is safe – i.e. shot is not going to fall on spectators, cars, clubhouse etc; targets not set too close to trees – i.e. no danger of pellets ricocheting]

Target fairness – [targets are not going to be wind affected (i.e. target must not be next to a tree etc); targets not going directly through the sun at any point during the day; targets are visible; two shots can be taken at all targets]

Squad safety – [targets not set so that squad has no safe place to stand; stands are level; stands are not too close to a ledge etc].

Trapper safety – [all manual trappers are properly protected with substantial shields so that the trapper cannot be seen from any of the shooting stands]
